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THE AYPE and the Model T Fords

In 1909 Seattle was host to the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific
Exposition (AYPE). The expo was located on the

University of Washington Campus and centered around the
Drumbeller Fountain and Frosh pond. An automobile race was
conceived by some people in New York and was to be an
endurance race from the Atlantic ocean to the Pacific ocean and
was to end at the AYPE. A 1909 Model T Ford was the
eventual winner. A re-enactment was run this year to celebrate
100 year since the Model T won that race. On June 15™ 2009,
54 Model T’s, one from every state plus Canada, Sweden, and
England, left New York headed to Seattle!

On Thursday, July 9, I was asked by the Issaquah Historical
society to be on the welcoming committee for the Model T°’s. 1
drove my Model A roadster pickup to the summit of
Snoqualmie pass on Thursday, got there at Spm just as 50 some
Model T's started to arrive from Yakima by way of Ellensburg
and Cle Velum. I had dinner with them Thurs nite, stayed
overnight and drove as the trailing car (last car) with them to
North Bend on the old Snoqualmie highway. The Snoqualmie
Indian Tribe met us with a salmon bbq at Meadowbrook farms,
between North Bend and Snoqualmie. My daughter C. Lee
Sage met me there for the bbq (and brought the battery charger
for the camera). I left there about 3 pm and was again the last
car. Next stop was Issaquah by way of Fall City and Preston.
Saturday was my day to be the auctioneer at the Model A parts
auction till about 5, then to Issaquah for dinner with the “T”
people. Up again early on Sunday, C. Lee again joined me, and
again we were the trail car as they went around lake
Washington, thru Renton, to the Drumheller fountain at the U
of W. This was the end of the 4300 mile trip for approx 54
Model T Fords.

We then had lunch with Jim and Carol Sanford from Colorado
who drove a Model T pickup on the trip and found out that
Carol IS A SAGE!! We have the same great great grandfather!
Her grandmother was a Sage and they were at the Sage reunion
in Salida Colorado when my cousin Richard, his wife Caroline
and Ila and I went there about 5 years ago! After lunch we got
back to the car and a Robert (get this) Sage Woolworth was
there asking questions about the cars. He wants to purchase a
Model AA Ford truck and join our club!

I was invited to attend the final banquet Sunday nite at 6 pm
which I did, couldn’t pass up a prime rib dinner since Ila is in
Scotland and I am batching it!

I am now also storing a Model T sedan for "Steve" until he can
make arrangements to have it hauled home.

Jim and Carol Sanford had some problems getting their rental
truck to haul their T back to Colorado so I invited them to stay
with me Monday nite. They were exhausted when they finally
got loaded and here about 8:30 pm. I fixed a salad with
vegetables out of the garden, also Swiss Chard from the garden
and a tri-tip roast. (one Ila got from cosco already cooked so |
would have something to eat until she got back). They got away
about 7 am Tuesday morning and I took the rest of the day off!
